(Washington, DC) – West Point Adjunct Professor General Barry R. McCaffrey (Ret.) will testify before the Senate Committee on Foreign Relations on Monday, July 18 at 9:30 AM on improving the current security, political and economic situation in Iraq and sustaining progress for the future.  The hearing will be in Room 216 of the Hart Senate Office Building.
General McCaffrey is testifying at the invitation of the Committee Chairman, Senator Richard G. Lugar (R-IN).  Chairman Lugar’s letter of invitation states that the hearing “will focus on ideas for increasing the chances for success in Iraq.”

General McCaffrey has just returned from a week long trip to Iraq at the request of CENTCOM Commander General John Abizaid during which he visited with both U.S. and Iraqi troops, security forces and government officials.  
General McCaffrey served as the Director of the Office of National Drug Control Policy from 1996-2001.  Prior to confirmation as the National Drug Policy Director, General McCaffrey served as the Commander-in-Chief of the U.S. Armed Forces Southern Command coordinating national security operations in Latin America.  During his military career, he served overseas for thirteen years and completed four combat tours.  He commanded the 24th Infantry Division (Mech) during the Desert Storm 400-kilometer left hook attack into Iraq.  At retirement from active duty, he was the most highly decorated four-star general in the U.S. Army.
