 A native of Los Angeles, he graduated from the U.S. Naval Academy in 1968. He has served in a variety of command positions at sea and ashore. Prior to becoming Joint Chiefs of Staff chairman, Admiral Mullen served as the 28th Chief of Naval Operations.
