*** “CHANGE” BY OBAMA INAUGURATION DEFINED BY DEMOCRATIC STRATEGIST BOB WEINER; INTERVIEW ON SKY NEWS TELEVISION AIRED IN 120 COUNTRIES TODAY ***
(Washington, DC) – Robert Weiner, National Democratic Strategist and former White House and congressional senior staff, today defined many specifics of what “change” by the Obama Inauguration actually likely means.  Weiner was interviewed today on Sky News Television.  Aired in 120 countries, the show and interview were hosted by Adam Boulton.  Joined by correspondent Jon-Christopher Bua, Weiner discussed and laid out “Change” via Obama’s agenda (already underway) vs. the last administration: 

· The new $800 Billion stimulus for workers, consumers, and jobs vs. the last one from Bush just for financial institutions & Wall Street (all the big Republican donors); 

· No torture, close Guantanamo, focus on Afghanistan/Pakistan where bin Laden and al Qaeda really are vs. the Iraq war missing the target; 

· Stem cell research, children’s health, national health insurance;  

· Tax cuts for middle and working classes who need and will spend the additional funds instead of the rich.  

Weiner also discussed “policies from reason instead of compulsion,” and referenced how even Bush’s farewell address showed just simple “good versus evil” and “9-11/9-11/9-11 instead of a sophophisticated understanding of policies which America and the world understand Obama brings, a reason for his high poll ratings versus Bush’s tanked ones.”

Weiner also suggested, “While the change will be dramatic and will start now, media assertions of vast action immediately (he showed the AARP bulletin just out with vast circulation saying ‘Day 1’) are overstated, as the reality may take months or even a few years.”
