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JOHN CONYERS FORMER PRESS SECRETARY AVAILABLE TO DISCUSS CONYERS REPORT “BUSH VERSUS THE CONSTITUTION”, NOW BOOK
(Washington, DC)—A report by House Judiciary Committee Ranking Member John Conyers and the Democratic staff, “George W. Bush versus the U.S. Constitution”, is now available in book form, with an introduction by Ambassador Joseph Wilson, whose wife, Valerie Plame, is a former CIA agent, outed and harassed by the Administration, and a Foreword by Congressman Conyers.
Robert Weiner, Conyers’ former press secretary who later worked as a senior public affairs director in the Clinton White House, is being made available to discuss the new Conyers book and report published by Academy Chicago Publishers.

· Violated hundreds of Congressional statutes without authority by unconstitutionally asserting Presidential authority; and
· Dangerously violated civil liberties while bypassing required checks and balances.” 

Weiner is a national Democratic strategist, president of Robert Weiner Associates Public Affairs and Issues Strategies, and author of over 50 opeds in major papers since leaving the White House in 2001, where he served 6 ½ years as a senior public affairs director and spokesman and faced harassment from a subpoena by Ken Starr.  He served six years with Conyers as communications director for the House Government Operations Committee, five years as communications director for the House Narcotics Committee under Cong. Charles Rangel, and five years as Chief of Staff for the House Aging Committee under Chairman Claude Pepper.
