* Programs include treatment for addictions (alcohol and chemical dependency, etc.), a renowned Eating Disorders Program, a Mood and Anxiety Program to treat depression and anxiety disorders, a Program for Sexual and Trauma Recovery, and an Assessment and Diagnostic Program. Sierra Tucson’s individualized treatment plans address the whole person.

* Sierra Tucson currently has a 95-patient capacity, and the new lodge will add 44 beds to help meet treatment needs. 
* This $8 million expansion will include new dedicated space for group process and integrative therapies as well as physician offices and family services.
