He worked as Communications Director for the House Government Operations Committee under Chairman John Conyers (D-MI), the House Narcotics Committee under Chairman Charles Rangel (D-NY), Chief of Staff of the House Aging Committee under Chairman Claude Pepper (D-FL), Legislative Assistant to Ed Koch (D-NY), and political assistant for the Presidential and Senate campaigns of Ted Kennedy (D-MA). Bob's first Washington position was as National Youth Vote Director for the Democratic National Committee at the Watergate during the famed 1972 Nixon-break-in of the headquarters. Weiner has directed the General Press Room for the last FIVE Democratic National Conventions. Weiner is an avid runner—all American and taking a second place at last year’s National Masters Track Championship.
    
"If you like politics and action, this is a great opportunity," Weiner said. "But you have to be fearless and organized to succeed. We deal with the top people in Washington, and I want someone who can be confident of himself or herself on the phone and in person. While much of the job generates organizational and creative energy like drafting releases or media points and contacting national media and VIPs, you have to be willing to do whatever the work requires -- no pride attacks in making copies or press kits or faxing if that's what we are doing that moment! Most of all, I want someone who knows how to have fun while working because what we do is quite exciting - we are making a true difference," Bob concluded.
