Bob Weiner is National Democratic strategist, national columnist in major papers, former Clinton White House senior aide and congressional senior staff.  He has been spokesman in the White House for Drug Czar and Four Star General Barry McCaffrey with President Clinton, and on Capitol Hill for Congressman John Conyers and the House Government Operations Committee, for Congressman Charles Rangel and the House Narcotics Committee, and was Chief of Staff for the House Aging Committee and its Chairman, Claude Pepper.  He also was Legislative Assistant to Ed Koch, a political aide to Ted Kennedy for Presidential and Senate races, and worked at the Democratic National Committee at its historic Watergate Headquarters as the Party’s first youth voter registration director for Young Democrats after the Constitutional amendment gave 18 year-olds the vote.

Bob directed the press briefing room at the Denver 2008 Democratic National Convention and the General Press Room at the last five Democratic National Conventions.  As a respected media strategist, Bob works with the Democratic National Committee, President Obama’s key personnel, and congressional leaders Reid, Pelosi and Hoyer in message planning.  Because of his national columns and radio-TV, he covers and attends White House and Capitol Hill news conferences.
Since he left the White House in 2001, Bob is president of a public affairs and issue strategies company, Robert Weiner Associates. He has been interviewed on TV’s Bill Maher, CNN American Morning, Fox News, Crossfire, Today, Good Morning America, and the CBS, NBC, and ABC evening news.  He is a regular political analyst on Fox and Friends, Main Street Radio “Battle Line”, XM Radio, Westwood One and many radio shows around the country. Since leaving the White House he is widely published in over 160 columns he has written in major papers throughout the country including the Miami Herald, Cleveland Plain Dealer, Washington Post and Washington Times, New York Times, Chicago Sun-Times, Palm Beach Post, San Francisco Chronicle, Honolulu Star Bulletin, Christian Science Monitor, Baltimore Sun, Boston Globe, Atlanta Constitution, New York Daily News, New York Post, Newsday, Des Moines Register, Denver Post, Tallahassee Democrat, South Florida Sun-Sentinel, Minneapolis Star-Tribune and many others. He is regularly quoted in key media including the Washington Post, New York Times, Los Angeles Times, USA Today, Wall Street Journal, AP, and Reuters, concerning national issues and politics.
As one of the Clinton staffers subpoenaed by Ken Starr and who testified before the Whitewater-Lewinsky Grand Jury, Bob was commended by the New York Times for being the first witness to condemn Starr’s overreach, and Bob was cited in the Times by Anthony Lewis as Starr’s “No. 1 Abuse of Power”.  Bob’s direct personal political experiences go from Watergate to Whitewater, and Beyond.
Bob is on the Board of Governors of the National Democratic Club at the Democratic National Committee, which includes 200 Democratic Members of Congress and over 1000 issue advocates and leaders, and is a Newsmakers Committee member of the National Press Club.
