Sue Ducat, a non-partisan advisor, is the former producer of PBS "Washington Week" who now provides communications, marketing and event management counsel to non-profits, public affairs firms and government.

She has 25 years of experience as a Washington-based television producer, a communications and marketing specialist, and an event planner.  Hired in 1981 as the researcher on the weekly PBS program, “Washington Week in Review,” she became its program’s producer in 1986, a position she held for more than 10 years.  Her other television credits included the “Talking with David Frost” interview series as well as coverage of major news events, special programs and documentaries.

Ducat left PBS in 1996 for the media director’s position at The Hawthorn Group, a public affairs firm. In 2003, Ducat was appointed to a one-year position (non-political) at the U.S. Small Business Administration overseeing conferences and marketing materials for the SBA’s 50th anniversary commemoration.  From 2004 to 2006, she served as a consultant at the Radio and Television News Directors Foundation (RTNDF); her primary responsibility was directing “News and Terrorism:  Communicating in a Crisis,” a series of workshops designed for journalists, government officials and scientists, to better understand how each side would respond during a terrorist incident. 

Recently, Ducat was named the director of communications and marketing at the National Breast Cancer Coalition, a grassroots organization dedicated to increasing federal funding for breast cancer research.
